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The only 57 Chevy
signed by Dale Earnhart

A car with history. Many of us can trace the

history of our  Trifives . However , t hi s 576
hardtop has a more colorful history than most.
How many of you can claim that Dale Earnhar dt

tried to buy your 57 Chevy ? How many of us
would have sold our cars just for that

recognition ? At Pidg eon Forge last Spring |
met Larry and Janice Garner who own the car
claimed to be the only
Dale Ernhar dt. They have every right to be
very proud of their car. They have pictures

from the day it was purchased by the previous
owner , David Manger. David bought it for his
mother , Virginia , on June 24 , 1957. Larry and
Janice bought it 12 years ago with less than
60,000 miles on it. It has just over 70,000

original miles on it now. The very special thing
about this car is that it is the only know 210
hardtop to be delivered from the dealer (Hardy
Chevrolet,) Chattanooga with the 210 badges

on the lower front fenders. Larry has pictures

of it on Hardy Chevroletd
showing the badges.

Larry and Janice were happy to share the story
of how in Apr il 2000 Dale came to the house to
hunt on their property in Northern GA, and
offered to buy it several times. Dale said it was
the only 210 Hardtop he had ever seen. Every
time Dale asked Larry to buy it, Larry would ask
Dale to sign it. Dale would ref use, so Larry
di dndédt get his car signed
special car. Eventually Dale gave in when he
realized he would never own this 210 hardtop
and signed it in the trunk.

Soon after the tragic death of Dale Earnhardt,

Larry was asked if he wo  uld mind loaning the car
out to the recent opening of the Dale Earnhardt
Memorial. He gladly let them take the car and it

sat at the memorial at DEI for two months.

Tech and Safety Tips

Beseené | mproving your [ i gh
As most of you already know , Tri-Fives, as well as
many other cars of the era have somewhat poor

visibility for the rear brake lights and the front turn

signals especially at night. This little tip was given

to me buy an o Id hot -rodder many years ago and it
doesn't cost an arm and a leg , either. I've used it

with great results on several older cars/trucks I've

owned over the years.

The tip: Remove the bucket and thoroughly clean
leave it attached and carefully mask off after
cleaning) and then shoot a light primer coat out of a
rattle can, let dry thoroughly, then paint the bucket,
only where the lights go, with 3 -4 coats of a hi
white enamel, again rattle can (I like Rustoleum), let
thoroughly dry and reassemble --1 guarantee your
brake and turn signal lights will be mu ch brighter  --
not as bright as led or halogen but much, much

brighter than stock at night or even during the day.
